Convention Prices and Accommodations

This year’s convention will be held at the Holiday Inn Arena, in Binghamton, New York, a city
which has been home to an American Hockey League franchise since 1973. Our convention will

Our host hotel is a high rise hotel and conference center located in the heart of the downtown
business district and conveniently accessible from all major highways. Nestled on the confluence
of the Chenango and Susquehanna Rivers, this hotel offers a choice of river or city view rooms.
The hotel is across from the Broome County Veterans Memorial Arena, home to the Binghamton
Senators, and close to the Ross Park Zoo, Roberson Museum, NYSEG Stadium, home to the
Binghamton Mets (AA affiliate of the New York Mets), Oakdale Mall, and various local
restaurants.

The hotel offers 237 guest rooms renovated in 2008 and 2009, including rooms with king beds,
two double beds, suites, and a Jacuzzi suite.
