The City of Lowell has
signed a purchase and sales agreement
with UMass Lowell to sell the arena to the
University. The announcement was made
at the Friday, October 30th UMass Lowell
Hockey game before a crowd of 5,496 fans
at the Tsongas arena who then cheered
loudly at the announcement.
UMass Lowell Chancellor Marty Meehan
stated that the Tsongas name would remain
on the arena but that they are trying to
finds ways to incorporate the university
name on the building. Meehan also stated
that he would like to retain the Lowell
